Some 
papers, additional rounds of testing, and/or special packaging will be an additional cost.

2. Commercial print: Provides great value when your files only need only to be opened 
and printed.  We provide a standard good quality material for commercial prints, but 
premium or custom papers are not provided at this service level.

Example 2 20x24 Fine Art Print: Some adjusting made during soft proofing, test print made and reviewed and 
final adjustments.  Image printed on premium paper $86 for the first print and $66 for duplicates.  Premium 
plus paper is $91 for the first print and $72 for duplicates.  Run an extra round of editing and proofing $108 for 
the first print and $86 for duplicates.

From years of serving you we have learned that clients consistently want to reprint digital 
files, often not at the size they printed the file previously. Because of this we provide four 
levels of scanning to meet the most common applications. Today’s digital printing  tech-
nologies does not require an exact match of resolution. Therefore we provide four scanning 
options, and will automatically generate the lower options at no additional cost:

Item Description Cost

Low-resolution scan The image is only needed for previewing on a computer, and will never 
be printed larger than four inches. (8 bit per RGB channel, 1-5MB TIFF 
or <1MB JPEG)

Mid-resolution scan A popular option for submitting images to stock agencies, and will 
never be printed larger than page size. (8 bit per RGB channel, 40MB - 
60MB TIFF)

High-resolution scan A high resolution scan that meets most present and future uses. Can be 
used as a very good digital surrogate for your film original. (16 bit per 
RGB channel, 200MB - 450 MB TIFF)
